Kaiserslautern HS Track Meet 
April 20, 2013

Teams Participating: 

Baumholder, BFA, Bitburg, Ramstein, Kaiserslautern, SHAPE and Wiesbaden
Location:

Kaiserslautern High School Stadium.  You need to enter from the West Gate on Kaiserstrasse/B40. From the A6 take the U270.  Follow this road and take the 2nd exit (first exit is for the Opel Plant), direction Landstuhl.  When you take this exit you will be on the B40/Kaiserstrasse.  Follow this road approximately 1-mile and turn left onto Im Haderwald Strasse (you will see a military car sales lot on your right).  When you turn left you will see a McDonalds on your right, and a Peugeot car dealership on your left.  The GPS address for this dealership is 

Im Haderwald 17

67661, Kaiserslautern, D

Drive past the dealership approximately 300-400 meters to the Pulaski Barracks Gate.  Once entering the gate proceed straight for approximately 400-600 meters.  You will come to a “T” intersection.  Turn right at the intersection and proceed into the traffic circle and take the 3rd exit.  Drive straight for approximately 600-800 meters and turn right onto Kansas Street.  The school is 300-400 meters up the small hill on Kansas Street.  All spectators and busses must park in the school parking lots on the left.  NO VEHICLES may park in the stadium area.  The area is still under construction.  Anyone who does park there will immediately be asked to move. Spectators may elect to park across the street in the Galaxy Theatre parking lot, but they must follow the instructions below for the entrance to the stadium. 
Your teams and spectators must enter through the visiting side bleacher section.  You will see playgrounds that you need to navigate through to enter the stadium on the visiting side.  Once inside you can place your teams on either side of the stadium bleachers and proceed to the press box to receive your teams welcome packet.  Scott Davis will be the POC at the press box.

Things to be aware of are the following.  We ask that no gum be allowed inside of the green fencing.  No spikes can be worn on the turf.  You must reinforce this with your relay teams, especially the 4X100 and Sprint Medley teams that normally cut across the field to go to their lane.  

Our Sprint Medley zones have not been painted due to the temperature.  However, they will be marked in chalk with an acceleration zone.  Please ask your relay runners and jumpers to use cut tennis balls or something other than chalk or tape to mark their spots on the track surface or jump runways.

Bus Parking:

Please have your bus park on the school grounds and not the stadium parking area.
Entries:

Due by COB Tuesday, 16 April 2013, at 1730 using Athletic.net.  You must limit your number of entrants to four per event.  You may have an alternate relay, but please indicate that they are “UA” when filling in your roster in Athletic.net.
Middle School athletes are welcome to attend.  Please mark them as exhibition on your meet entries. Please limit your middle school entries to two middle school students per event. We will not adjust hurdles for middle school runners.
School Responsibilities:
Wiesbaden – Will provide an official for the first exchange of every relay.

Bitburg – Will assist with the Shot Put event.
Ramstein- Will assist with the Triple Jump and Long Jump events.

Black Forest Academy – Will provide an official for the third exchange of the 4x100 meter relay.
SHAPE- Will provide an official for the second exchange of the 4X100 meter relay..

Baumholder- Will assist with the high jump event.

Coaches Meeting (0930):

This will be quick just to go over the meet information and for you to turn in any scratches that you have.  Please have them written out with your team name at the top, gender, name, and event.
Field Events (1000 start time):

We will be using an open pit approach except high jump. Four attempts will be completed in the time frame allowed.  
Discus –  There will be no discus event.  Please throw at home and send your scores via email or bring them with you to the meet.  

Running Events (1030 start time):

All running events will be finals with no preliminary events taking place.

Restrooms/Locker Room/Field:
As I type this letter we still do not have restrooms that are operational in the stadium.  Therefore, teams will have to use the rest rooms inside of the gymnasium.  Spectators will be asked to do the same.  Please reinforce with your teams that they must remove their spikes when entering the building.  During Spring Break if they finish the work necessary to at least have the visiting side bleachers restrooms available, obviously this will change.
Concessions:

KHS Booster Club will have a concession stand at the meet for athletes and fans.

Unique Things about our Facility: 
No Spikes allowed on the turf field.   We ask that no gum be chewed inside of the green fenced area surrounding the complex.  We ask that teams stay off the grass areas near the shot put event for safety reasons and seeding reasons.
Inclement Weather/Cancellation: 
In the event of lightning or some other safety risk due to weather we will move the student-athletes to the gymnasium located approximately 200 meters from the stadium.  If this happens please get accountability of your student-athletes inside of the gymnasium and let Scott Davis or myself know you have everyone accounted for.
